In or around September 1, 2008, Skypower Corp. retained the services of Jacques
Whitford Stantec Limited to provide professional services relating to Skypower's
Byran Wind Project. The services to be provided included project management,

environmental assessment and various other related services.

The parties entered into a contractual agreement with respect to the services. JW

Stantec provided the services and invoiced accordingly.

At the time of the Initial Order, Skypower owed JW Stantec approximately

$265,000 for services rendered in connection with the Byran Wind Project.

The stay of proceedings in the Initial Order does not operate to prevent the

perfection of a security interest, nor does it operate to prevent the registration of a

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claim for lien. The stay of proceedings does, however, prevent parties from
issuing proceedings against Skypower Corp., which is an essential step in

perfecting a construction lien.

On September 25, 2009, Stantec registered a claim for lien against approximately
150 properties involved in the Byran Wind Project. Only Skypower's interest in

those lands was liened.

In Ontario, construction liens must be perfected within 45 days from the last day
upon which a lien claimant is entitled to perfect, or the claim for lien expires and
the security is lost. Construction liens are perfected by issuing and serving a

Statement of Claim, and filing a Certificate of Action on title.

If JW Stantec is not permitted to perfect its construction lien, it will lose its
security which it was explicitly permitted to claim pursuant to the terms of the
Initial Order. Conversely, any prejudice suffered by Skypower by perfection of
the lien has already been suffered by its preservation. And this prejudice,
whatever it might be, was clearly contemplated and judged acceptable when
Skypower applied for the Initial Order and included language in that order

permitting the preservation of liens and the perfection of security interests.

AFFIDAVIT OF BRYAN SKOLNIK

I, BRYAN SKOLNIK, of the City of Toronto, in the Province of Ontario, HEREBY MAKE

OATH AND SAY:

1. I am a partner with Gardiner Roberts LLP, counsel to Jacques Whitford Stantec Limited (“JW
Stantec”), and I therefore have knowledge of the matters to which I hereinafter depose. Where 1 have
spoken to others about the information contained in my affidavit, I have in each case identified the source

of such information and in each case I believe it to be true.

2. I am advised by Sonny Mercado, in-house counsel for our client, that JW Stantec was previously
known as Jacques Whitford Limited, until January, 2009, when it was purchased by Stantec Inc. Jacques

Whitford Stantec Limited is now a wholly-owned subsidiary of Stantec Inc.

3. Pursuant to an agreement, JW Stantec was engaged by Skypower Corp. to provide a biophysical
survey in furtherance of ministry approval pursuant to Regulation 115 of the Environmental Assessment
Act. 1am advised by Mr. Mercado that JW Stantec has completed its obligations under the engagement,

and continues to do work pursuant to this engagement.

4. I am advised by Mr. Mercado that JW Stantec is owed approximately CAD 265,000 plus GST for
work done prior to the date of the Initial Order, although JW Stantec and Skypower have had some
discussions about the exact quantum of the debt. Mr. Mercado further advises me that JW Stantec has
continued working on the project during Skypower’s restructuring under the Companies’ Creditors
Arrangement Act (the “CCAA”) on the basis that fees would be paid in advance. Further work will be

required as JW Stantec has not yet rendered a final report.

5. The language in paragraph 14 of the Initial Order obtained by Skypower under the CCAA,
attached hereto as Exhibit “A” permits liens to be filed notwithstanding the stay of proceedings in the

CCAA:

THIS COURT ORDERS that during the Stay Period, all rights and remedies of any
individual ... against or in respect of the Applicant ... or affecting the Business or the
Property, are hereby stayed and suspended except with the written consent of the
Applicant and the Monitor, or leave of this Court, provided that nothing in this Order
shall ... (iii) prevent the filing of any registration_to_preserve or perfect a security

interest, or (iv) prevent the registration of a claim for lien.

6. In order to preserve JW Stantec’s interests, on September 25, 2009, JW Stantec instructed me to
file against Skypower’s interest in approximately 150 properties in Prince Edward County. Attached and

marked as Exhibit “B” and Exhibit “C” to this affidavit are copies of the Claims for Lien as registered.

7. The language of paragraph 14 of the Initial Order seems to allow a registration to perfect a
security interest (which would seem to include a construction lien), however paragraph 13 of the Initial

Order prevents parties from commencing proceedings against Skypower.

8. Under the Construction Lien Act, a lien claimant must perfect its claim for lien within 45 days
from the last day upon which it is entitled to preserve its claim for lien. Part of the process of perfecting a
construction lien is to issue a statement of claim against the debtor, and registering a Certificate of Action
on title to the properties against which the lien is claimed. The 45 day period to perfect JW Stantec’s liens

expires on November 9, 2009.



9. The Initial Order allowed JW Stantec to preserve its lien, and allows parties to perfect security
interests. JW Stantec now asks the Court to lift the stay of proceedings imposed by the Initial Order so
that JW Stantec may issue a statement of claim against Skypower, serve the claim, and file a Certificate of
Action on title to the properties against which the lien is claimed. A copy of the statement of claim which

JW Stantec proposes to issue is attached to this affidavit as Exhibit “D”.

10. If JW Stantec is not permitted to perfect its construction lien, it will lose its security which JW
Stantec was explicitly permitted to claim pursuant to the terms of the Initial Order. Conversely, any
prejudice Skypower would suffer from the perfection of the construction lien has already been suffered by
its preservation. And this prejudice, whatever it may be, was clearly contemplated and judged acceptable
when Skypower applied for the Initial Order and included language in that order permitting the

preservation of liens and the perfection of security interests.
